Hold up a Bible and say, 
The Bible is God's Word and it is true! I will pass the Bible around for you to 
hold in your hands. You can also open the Bible to see God's Word. 
 
Bible Memory Verse: Read it aloud and have the children say it with you. 
“Love your neighbor as yourself.” Matt 22:39 
 

Tell the children the aim and attribute: 
Lesson Aim: to learn that when parents bring their children to Jesus, he will 
bless them. 
 

In this story we will see that God is a loving Father. (Attribute) 
 
Open the Bible to today's Bible Story, Mark 10:13-16 
Today's Bible story is about how Jesus welcomed the little children. 
Read from the Bible story book today’s lesson. 
 

Bible Truth (Review at the end of the story) 

• Parents brought children to Jesus. 

• Jesus welcomed them. 

• Jesus held them and blessed them. 
 

Ask the children:  Your parents love you so much, but Who loves you most 
of all? 
 

Gospel Connection: Take a minute to sing “Jesus Loves the Little Children”. 
He really loves us! Knowing that Jesus loves you SO much that he followed 
God’s rescue plan to save me from the punishment of our sins on the cross 
makes me want to praise Him, thank Him and obey him! Love God with your 
whole heart, all your mind, all your strength, and your whole being because He 
loves you!!
