Hold up the small Bible and tell children, 
The Bible is God's Word and it is true! I will pass the Bible around for you to 
hold in your hands. You can also open the Bible to see God's Word. 
 

Bible Memory Verse: Read it aloud and have the children say it with you. 
“There is no one who does good, not even one.” Psalm 53:3 
 

Tell the children the aim and attribute: 
Lesson Aim: Today we are going to learn to obey God because he loves and 
protects his children. 
 

In this story we will see that God loves us. (Attribute) 
 

Open the Bible to today's Bible Story, Genesis 6-7  
Today's Bible story is about how God saved Noah and his family. Read from 
the Bible story book today’s lesson. 
 

Bible Truth (Review at the end of the story) 

• God told Noah to build an ark. 

• Noah trusted and obeyed God. 

• God saved Noah and his family. 
 

Gospel connection: God sent the flood to punish the world for sin, but God 
rescued Noah and his family. Later, there was an even greater rescue! Jesus 
came to save people from sin. If we trust in Jesus, He saves us from the 
punishment of our sin. 
 

Ask the children: God loves you and protects you, just like He did for Noah. 
What can you say and how can you thank God for his love? (praises and 
thanks and by obeying)
